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The T2 GUP Ad-hoc would like to thank CN4 for their LS N4-020197. 

General

The group is very pleased to note that CN4 has decided to follow the GUP recommendation as specified in 23.241 for their Cx interface User Profile description. 

T2 GUP Ad-hoc can confirm that according to the present 3GPP work plan, TSs 23.240 and 23.241 are planned for Release 6. There is, however, an ongoing discussion as to the specific DDF work and its dependencies to the GUP concept work. This means that it might be possible to do the developments partly in parallel to allow a stable 23.241 early in Release 6. This TS would then provide the basis for the development of the relevant stage 3 specifications in the other 3GPP WGs.

3GPP co-ordination of Data Descriptions 

Given the present time scales, the proposed way to handle the relevant Cx definitions, by attaching them to the proper CN4 TS, seems suitable for Release 5. 


In this context, the T2 GUP Ad-hoc would like to bring the TS 24.241, 3GPP GUP Common Objects, Stage3, to the attention of CN4. It has been recognised that there are inter-dependencies due to the data content between different WGs, and it is therefore not possible to do as suggested to work fully independently. The exact working procedures to do this co-ordination have to be established and would include identification of common data types as well as co-ordination of the resulting specifications. 

Intention with the “index” attribute

The XML-schema generated by the Data Description Framework is defining the default transport format of the data described in the XML-file. The reason for adding the index attribute to XML-elements used to represent the data in a vector is to be able to transport only a part of the vector (and not all the elements in the vector). If in the actual case always all the data is sent the attribute can be excluded.
Status of the development of TS 23.241

“CN4 would like to know if they might experience other similar effects from the application of the DDF?” The Data Description Framework specification is still in the drafting phase and some changes would be expected. However, the approach selected by CN4 minimises the possible problems.
