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1. Introduction

In Their document N4-020676 on User Profile downloading Nokia and Ericsson propose that the HSS shall not send the user data to the S-CSCF in certain cases. The decision for the HSS is based on previously sent messages received from the S-CSCF.

2. Proposal

Rather than requiring the HSS to remember previously received messages, it is proposed that the S-CSCF shall indicate whether user data are actually needed at all or whether they are already available from a previous download.

The following modification is section 6.3.x is proposed:

User-Data-Request-Type AVP

The User-Data-Request-Type AVP (AVP code TBD) is of type Enumerated, and indicates the type of user profile the S-CSCF is requesting from the HSS. The following values are defined:

COMPLETE_PROFILE (0)

This value is used to request from HSS the complete user profile corresponding to one or more public identities.

REGISTERED_PROFILE (1)

This value is used to request from HSS the registered part of the user profile corresponding to one or more public identities.

UNREGISTERED_PROFILE (2)

This value is used to request from HSS the unregistered part of the user profile corresponding to one or more public identities.
NO PROFILE (3)

This value is used to indicate to th HSS that there is no need to download any user data.
