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1. Overall Description:

CN4 continues to work actively to complete our work on the IP Multimedia Subsystem for Release 5.  Included within that work is the User Profile format and elements to be communicated between CSCF and HSS across the Cx Interface (Cx User Profile).  

In order to promote future harmonisation of the work on Cx User Profile and the Generic User Profile (GUP), CN4 has adopted XML as the encoding for the Cx User Profile and has modelled the format of the Cx User Profile on that included in 23.240 and 23.241.  CN4 believes that the GUP will undergo a number of iterations and will be a data construct that continues to evolve well beyond the completion of the work in Release 6.  To that end, and to promote compatibility across releases, CN4 believe that the GUP should include a mechanism to identify the version of the GUP that is being used.  

Since CN4 is using the GUP model in Release 5 and, subsequently in Release 6, would like the Cx User profile to be a part of the GUP work, CN4 asks those groups developing the definitions of GUP if they have considered the issue of version numbering, and if so, how they propose to include that element within the GUP definition.  CN4 would further like to work with groups defining GUP to identify a suitable mechanism for including version numbering within its Cx User Profile that will allow the Cx User Profile Version to be compatible with the GUP Version and minimise the impact on the Cx User Profile mechanism in Release 6
2. Actions:
