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Discussion:

In general it is useful that it is more clearly indicated when PDP context should be kept and when not. Ericsson CR N4-020380 in CN4#13 was related to CR accepted to 24.008 relating to roaming not allowed case. In this case it would be useful to clearly indicate in 29.060 as well when PDP context in old SGSN should be deleted. In case other cause codes would be clarified to mean PDP context shall not be deleted, a new cause code is needed to indicate the opposite (using of 'accept' is not proper due to e.g. charging reasons). 

It is good to have clear definition what to do for PDP context in old SGSN with each cause code. However, we think that new cause code is not needed.

We in general agree the action which each cause code causes should be more exactly defined. However, think this is not the only message in 29.060 requiring clarfication, but others should be gone through as well.

Proposal:

The cause code should reflect the 'situation happened' not the 'action to be taken'. See other cause codes defined. In case this new cause code in Ericsson CR N4-020380 in CN4#13 is targeted to 'roaming not allowed' case presented in CN4#12 meeting (like we assume) we propose adding of 'roaming restriction' existing cause code) to this particular message, and definition that upon receiving of this cc old SGSN shall delete PDP context immediately. However, if this is not the case where new cc would be useful, the cause code should be named according to the case.

Additionally we don't think all the other cause codes should mean 'keep the context', e.g. in 'authentication failure' MM context of MS is to be deleted. In the following is our proposed list of cause codes and the actions to be taken upon receiving:

- 'Request accepted'.             keep the contexts  (timer expiry) 

- 'System failure'.                   delete immediately

- 'Mandatory IE incorrect'.      keep the contexts 

- 'Mandatory IE missing'.        keep the contexts 

- 'Optional IE incorrect'.          keep the contexts 

- 'No resources available'.      keep the contexts 

- 'Invalid message format'.     keep the contexts 

- 'Authentication failure'.         delete immediately

- 'Roaming restriction'            delete immediately    <-- add this cause code to the SGSN Context Acknowledge

Note that in case MS has been instructed to keep the contexts (upon failed RAU), e.g. cause code 'no resources available' can be used to indicate the contexts should be kept in the old SGSN.
