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SA2 would like to thank CN1 for their liaison statement (Tdoc S2-021072) requesting further guidance on the procedure when the called user of a PSTN/CS domain originated call reaching MGCF does not have IMS subscription.

SA2 has discussed the issue. SA2 assumes that the operator will use routing tables to ensure that calls for CS domain subscribers without IMS subscriptions are not routed to an MGCF, but directly to a G-MSC. This is the usual case. For exceptional cases SA2 confirms that the existing procedures defined for mobile terminating session procedure for unknown subscriber (section 5.15 of TS 23.228) are sufficient to cover the case where the user has no IMS subscription (e.g. CS only subscription). 

Question 1: Is there any check on user subscription done before a PSTN/CS domain originated call reaches MGCF?

SA2 confirms that there is no subscription check done before PSTN/CS domain originating calls arrives at MGCF.

Question 2: Does the MGCF performs any check on user subscription or any DNS-ENUM query?

SA2 has agreed that there will not have subscription check nor ENUM-DNS query at the MGCF.

Question 3: If the user does not have IMS subscription, result of query for location from I-CSCF to HSS will be the release of the call?

SA2 confirms that this is the case because a subscriber does not have IMS subscription.
