	Reason for change:
(

	In case the Cancel Location request message is come to VLR with the IMSI-WithLMSI (LMSI is set to zeroes.) information, this information may not be read by VLR if VLR does not support LMSI handling.  This might happen since VLR does not support LMSI handling, it is reasonable to design VLR not to read the imsi-WithLMSI parameter at all.

This situation causes the erroneous operation for Cancel Location service since IMSI cannot be read by VLR from the imsi-WithLMSI parameter.

If this issue is not fixed, cancelled subscribers by O&M are still able to originate for a while and an operator may not charge these calls. As explained, this issue has a charging aspect, this CR has to be categorized as CRITICAL correction.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	In case HLR does not have any LMSI information, the Cancel Location request message carries the IMSI instead of IMSI-WithLMSI (LMSI is set to zeroes) in the ‘Identity’ parameter.

	In the Location update procedures (from old VLR to new VLR)

· If VLR does not support LMSI handling. VLR may return ‘unexpected data value’ to HLR as the response to the Cancel Location request message. According to the 3.12 Location Management Procedures, there seems to be two options that HLR can take, the Cancel Location request message could be sent to VLR repeatedly or simply quite this procedure. Even this faulty operation, it seems that location of the roamer can be successfully updated in HLR and new VLR. The only problem seen is that a subscriber data remains in old VLR as a trash.

In the Subscriber withdrawal (Stand alone Location cancellation procedures)

· The same operation as descried above can be taken. However, this miss-operation results more critical problem than the above. Since subscriber data remains in the VLR, a roamer can originate as much as he/she wants for a while.

MAP_CANCEL_LOCATION service

8.1.3.1
Definition

This service is used between HLR and VLR to delete a subscriber record from the VLR. It may be invoked automatically when an MS moves from one VLR area to another, to remove the subscriber record from the old VLR, or by the HLR operator to enforce a location updating from the VLR to the HLR, e.g. on withdrawal of a subscription.

Also this service is used between HLR and SGSN to delete a subscriber record from the SGSN. It may be invoked automatically when an MS moves from one SGSN area to another, to remove the subscriber record from the old SGSN, or by the HLR operator to enforce a location updating from the SGSN to the HLR.

The MAP_CANCEL_LOCATION service is a confirmed service using the primitives defined in table 8.1/3.

8.1.3.3
Parameter definitions and use

Invoke Id

See definition in subclause 7.6.1.

IMSI

See definition in subclause 7.6.2.

LMSI

See definition in subclause 7.6.2. The LMSI shall be included if it has been received from VLR. LMSI is not applicable between SGSN and HLR.


Cancellation Type

See definition in subclause 5.6.3. The presence of this parameter is mandatory when the Cancel Location is sent to the SGSN. If the VLR receives this parameter and do not understand it the VLR shall ignore it.

User error

If the cancellation fails, an error cause is to be returned by the VLR or by the SGSN. The one of the following error causes defined in subclause 5.6.1 shall be used:
