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1 Introduction

This documents provides further clarification of the GUP alignment with Liberty Alliance Project specifications.
2 Discussion

2.1 A few basics 

Two basic targets for GUP can be realised:

· Harmonised Definition, Creation and Management of the user (Profile) data inside the GUP domain e.g. inside the Home Network and/or Service Provider Environment

· Flexible and secure Profile requests by Internal or External (3rd party) applications 

Currently the internal usage of the user data is the main use case but in the future the external usage may be increased strongly e.g. related to the increasing WEB Services. The Rg reference point is the one meant for external use.

The Liberty Identity Web Services Framework (ID-WSF) and Liberty Identity Personal Profile Specification (IDPP) deal with very similar tasks as the 3GPP GUP.

2.2 Liberty alignment benefits and other aspects

· Liberty ID-WSF is designed for WEB Services and Service Providers. WEB Services are getting more important also for Network Operators. 

· Liberty ID-WSF is based on Internet and WEB technologies that have an important role also in telecom networks and in interworking between telecom networks and Internet/WEB Services. 

· Liberty ID-WSF provides ready made specifications that have been recommended to WEB Service Providers and vendors. It may require much work to get support for a new  3GPP specific GUP interface to WEB Service Providers.

· Liberty is a proven solution that has been tested in real WEB and Mobile Environments with several operators.

· Liberty ID-WSF has good Authorisation and Privacy solutions available that can be utilised also with GUP. 

· Network Operators and Service Providers may be interested to provide Liberty Identity Services i.e. act as an Identity Service Provider.  Liberty alignment with GUP Rg means uniform technology with Liberty Identity Service provision and provision of GUP based Services  e.g. additional identity Services related to the Network Subscription and Services or in principle whatever network related user data that is needed with WEB Services. 

· Management of changes in referenced Liberty specifications and/or 3GPP GUP specifications is normal situation.  3GPP is widely referencing also specifications of other fora e.g. the IETF.  The LS between OMA/Liberty and 3GPP helps the cooperation. 

· Available Liberty specifications help to finalise the GUP in 3GPP Rel 6 time frame. 

· OMA WEB Services Release 1 is normatively referencing the Liberty.  Telecom Services standardisation is moving from 3GPP to OMA.  We feel that 3GPP should take into account the OMA WEB Services development in GUP specification work. Some further development of the GUP after 3GPP Release 6 might  be continued in OMA e.g.  the standardisation of the Service specific GUP Components.

· Liberty phase 2 draft specifications have been public since April 2003. Also a few revised versions have been made public after this. Approved phase 2 specifications will be published in November 2003.

· Liberty alignment does not prevent fulfilling the GUP specific requirements . All required GUP specific  functions e.g. full set of required GUP procedures can be specified in 3GPP in a way aligned with Liberty ID-WSF.  Nokia GUP contributions to this meeting show how this can be achieved.  

2.3 Situation if no Liberty alignment done

If GUP (especially Rg reference point) is not aligned with Liberty any mentioned benefits cannot be attained but some risks and limitations exist:

· It may be very difficult to market new 3GPP specific Rg interface to equipment/sw vendors and WEB Service Providers.

· GUP might be used only internally in the Home Network and Service Provider Environments.  

· Operators’ new business possibilities both with GUP and Identity Services may suffer from several overlapping standards in the market place.

· GUP may be delayed and left out of the 3GPP Release 6 meaning that it comes too late to the whole market.

· If the GUP Rg is not aligned with Liberty a question is what kind of interface it should be ? 

3 Proposal

Nokia’s view is that GUP alignment with Liberty ID-WSF is not a risk for GUP but a real benefit and opportunity, so the  alignment of GUP Rg reference point and Libert ID-WSF is proposed to be agreed a basic starting point.

GUP Rp reference point alignment with Liberty ID-WSF would also be useful because of required Redirect mode of GUP Server, but  this is maybe not absolutely necessary because Rp is used mainly inside a network.
If the above suggested approach is agreed Nokia is willing to update the otherwise (in principle) by CN4 agreeable contributions by removing direct Liberty references and send new versions for e-mail approval.
