Procedure Descriptions

In the tables that describe the Information Elements transported by each command, each Information Element is marked as (M) Mandatory, (C) Conditional or (O) Optional.
-
A mandatory Information Element shall always be present in the command. If this Information Element is absent, an application error occurs and an error message shall be sent back to the originator of the request with the Result-Code set to DIAMETER_MISSING_AVP. The Failed-AVP AVP with an example of the missing AVP shall be included in this message.
-
A conditional Information Element shall be present if certain conditions are fulfilled;
-
If those conditions are fulfilled and the Information Element is absent, an application error occurs and an error message shall be sent back to the originator of the request with the Result-Code set to DIAMETER_UNABLE_TO_COMPLY. The Failed-AVP AVP with an example of the missing AVP shall be included in this message.
-
If those conditions are not fulfilled, it should be absent. If the unexpected Information Element is present, it may either be ignored or cause the sending of an error message to the originator of the request with the Result-Code set to DIAMETER_AVP_NOT_ALLOWED. The Failed-AVP AVP with a copy of the offending AVP shall be included in this message.
-
An optional Information Element may be present or absent in the command, at the discretion of the application at the sending entity. Absence or presence of this Information Element may cause an application error, at the discretion of the application at the receiving entity.
When a procedure is required to determine whether two S-CSCF names are equal, the rules for SIP URI comparison specified in RFC 3261 chapter 19.1.4 shall apply.
