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1. Overall Description:

CN4 found an inconsistency in MBMS Multicast Service Deactivation Procedure between stage 2 design and stage 3 design. It has been found necessary to slightly modify the stage 2 flow in order to be consistent with stage 3.

The signalling flow from TS 23.246 is copied below for information. 
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Figure 1: MBMS Multicast Service Deactivation

In the stage 3 specification, the GGSN sends a deactivation message to SGSN (step 4 in the Figure 1) after evaluating whether the GGSN to deactivate the MBMS UE context is the SAME or DIFFERENT from the one that received IGMP/MLD leave message. If they are the same, the GGSN initiates to delete its own MBMS UE context by itself and sends a Delete request message to both the SGSN and the BM-SC unless receiving any Delete indication from the SGSN.  CN4 believes that this procedure enables to release a network resource quickly and to reduce redundant messages between SGSN and GGSN (ie. step 8 and step 11 in the Figure 1 are removed).

The MBMS Multicast Service Deactivation Flow for when the GGSN is the SAME is shown in Figure 2.  The changes are hi-lighted in the dashed-line;
