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1. Discussion

The present document suggests some initial contents to the Rg reference point descriptions. The idea is that only the few differences between Rg and Rp would be described because it is not reasonable to reiterate the decriptions of Rp for Rg reference point.

Procedures

The protocol used for Rg reference point is almost identical to the one specified for the Rp reference point in the next clause. This subclause only shows the differences and specific features applied in Rg reference point in comparison with the Rp reference point. The specific functions of the GUP Server are also highlighted. 
In proxy mode of operation the GUP Server forwards the messages to the Rp reference point after processing of the received message and making the authorisation. There may be several requests sent to different RAFs related to one request on the Rg reference point. The response message over Rg reference point is sent only after all the needed responses have been received over the Rp reference point. GUP stage 2 3GPP TS 23.240 [1] provides more information on the GUP Server functionality.
Editors note: The specification of the redirect mode of operation specified in TS 23.240 is FFS. It seems to call for an extra element in the response messages.
