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1. Introduction

This contribution aligns Stage 2 and 3 to inform the HSS when an on-line charging failure occurs.  

2. Discussion

According to TS 23.234 section 7.6, if a user being charged by On-line Charging system and the OCS system denies credit request from the 3GPP AAA Server for the WLAN access, a disconnection shall be initiated and he HSS is notified that the WLAN registration in the 3GPP AAA Server has been cancelled.
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1 Proposal
TS 29.234 already included this behaviour in table 8.3.2.1 and section 8.3.2.2.1 within the Server-Assignment-Type AVP. However, it was missed the definition of a new value of this AVP.

This contribution corrects such omission and defines a new value called ONLINE_CHARGING_FAILURE within the Server-Assignment-Type AVP.

Server-Assignment-Type

The Server-Assignment-Type AVP (AVP code 15) is defined in 3GPP TS 29.229 [6] and indicates the type of procedure the 3GPP AAA Server is asking to the HSS.

Wx reference point defines as valid only NO_ASSIGNMENT, REGISTRATION, USER_DEREGISTRATION, ADMINISTRATIVE_DEREGISTRATION and REAUTHENTICATION_FAILURE.
Wx reference point adds a new value to this existing AVP:

ONLINE_CHARGING_FAILURE (xx)
