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Default call handling (DCH) is a parameter of the CSI (for example O-CSI,T-CSI,D-CSI, and VT-CSI).
        If the gsmSCF is not accessible, or error occurs during the dialogue between gsmSSF and gsmSCF, then the call maybe proceeds in accordance with the Default Call Handling parameter in the CSI.
The DCH may be set as “Release” or as “Continue”.
If SET as “Continue” and the call go on after the error occurs, then  the MSC  will create two  CDRs at the maximum during one call process:
One CAMEL CDR: it  is for the CAMEL call before the DCH works；
Another common CDR: It is for the common call after the DCH parameter works;

It is very difficult to treat more CDRs created by one MSC during one call, so the DCH parameter should only be applied before the call setup. In other words, the DCH parameter cannot work after  the call setup.
Whether the call is set up depends on whether the MSC received an ANM Message.
