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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN3 is currently finalising the Support of Subscriber and Equipment Trace in UTRAN WI. Due to UTRAN-specific constraints, the solution agreed upon in RAN3 for Management Based Activation of a Trace Session in UTRAN is as follows:

· When the RNC is configured by OAM with a list of Equipments to be traced (identified either by the IMEI or the IMEISV), the RNC sends a connectionless message containing this list of IMEIs or IMEISVs to the CN Nodes it is connected to.

· Each CN Node checks the IMEI or IMEISV of each UE to see whether it is in the received list.

· If this is the case, the CN Node sends a CN INVOKE TRACE message including the Equipment Identity to the RNC.

One problem was identified with the above solution concerning Inter-MSC SRNS Relocation: according to the solution agreed in RAN3, when a Trace Session has been configured by Management in the Target RNC, the "list of Equipments to be traced" is present in the Non-anchor MSC. The situation is as follows:

The problem resides in finding a way to have the CN Invoke Trace sent to the Target RNC so it can handle properly its Trace Session.

However, it was also identified in RAN3 that this problem is identical to the problem probably already encountered by CN4 during the course of its work on Trace:
In the CN, when a Trace Session is activated by Management in an MSC, according to the SA5 requirements in TS 32.421, the UE Identifiers should be made available to the MSC. So, in the case of a Trace Session activated by Management in an MSC that is a non-Anchor MSC during an inter MSC relocation, the UE Identifiers should be made available to the non-Anchor MSC so that it can check whether a Trace Recording Session should be started for a particular UE.

The solution to this CN4 problem would then be reused to solve the RAN3 problem described above.

Question: So as to ensure the technical completeness of its solution, TSG RAN3 would like to know whether CN4, during the course of its work on Trace, has already found a solution to the CN4 problem described just above.
