There is still only placeholders in Zh and Zn definition in places where the Application IDs of the interface should be.

CN4 TS 29.230 “Diameter applications;”:

Contains Editors note: “The following applications are under development and they don’t have the application id yet.” Concerning Zh and Zh interfaces in the following table.

The GAA needs separate Application Ids for Zh and Zn interfaces from IANA because:

1. The Application IDs of Zh interface is the only way for a HSS to make separation between Cx Multimedia-Auth-Request from Cx interface and Bootstrapping-Request from Zh interfaces because the requests uses same Command-Code 303.

2. The own Application IDs for Zh and Zn interfaces enables a BSF to separate automatically the Bootstrapping-Answer from Zh interface and the Bootstrapping-Info-Request from Zn interface.  The both messages use the same command-Code 303.

It is decided that CN4 would coordinate the applying of Diameter codes for 3GPP applications. 

In order to avoid overlapping applications to IANA, CN4 should decide who is actually responsible and authorized on behalf of CN4 to send the application to IANA.

2. Proposal

CN4 secretary applies the Application IDs for Zh and Zn interfaces.
