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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has approved several IMS enhancements that use the IMS registration procedure, e.g. callee capabilities. As a result of this work need for optimisations of how IMS registration is handled on the ISC interface have been identified.

A new architectural requirement has been in principle agreed in SA2 that reduces the load on the S-CSCF and application servers due to the S-CSCF-AS third party registration mechanism which is triggered by the initial filter criteria:
- When the AS subscribes to the registration event package with the S-CSCF, the subsequent third party register messages triggered by registration refresh are not necessarily transferred across ISC.
SA2 is therefore proposing that it shall be possible for the filter information to allow either just the initial registration of the user or also registration related information from subsequent registration requests of the user to be communicated to the application server.
It is SA2s assumption that this is a relatively minor change in release 6 that could reuse the existing filter criteria Service Point Triggers syntax (as defined in TS 29.228 clause B.2.3). SA2 notes that the current Service Point Triggers contain a Session Case parameter with values originating, terminating and un-registered terminating values and assumes that reuse of these values could be a solution to this additional requirement.

SA2 would like to go ahead and approve the corresponding CR to 23.228, but would like to ask CN1 to inform SA2 if they believe that the related stage 3 enhancement for this change would have a major impact on release 6. 

2. Actions:

SA2 kindly asks CN1 to inform SA2 if they believe that the related stage 3 changes for the enhancement described above would have a major impact on release 6. 
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
