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       During a CAMEL-based call, both the MSC and the SCP create CDRs for the call. 

If the call proceeds in accordance with the Default Call Handling parameter in the CSI, the MSC continues processing without CAMEL support and creates the CDR for the ongoing call.

In order to differentiate  the CDR  from the other two CDRs (one CDR　for the whole CAMEL service and one　CDR for the common service without CAMEL) , the DCH mark should be added  compulsively  to the CDR created by the MSC.

   Although the “DefaultCallHandling” is defined to be optional in CDR in the section  “MOCallRecord” and “TermCAMELRecord” of 3GPP TS  32.005,    it is still need to  be defined to compulsory in some protocols when the call proceeds in accordance with the Default Call Handling parameter in the CSI.
