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Introduction

Lucent Technologies has reviewed the proposal from S2 to include the Data Session SCF as part of R99 functionality and reviewed the stage 3 changes in N5-00070 from Siemens. 

In CAMEL Phase 3, an intra-SGSN handover causes the relationship between the old SGSN and the service logic in the gsmSCF to be terminated and a new relationship between new SGSN and the gsmSCF is established. The address of the gsmSCF that resumes control of the subscriber’s data session is contained in the GPRS-CSI, in particular in the DP information relating to Change of  Position Context. The information in the GPRS-CSI relating to the Change of position context may be different from the information used to trigger the initial service event. Particularly, the gsmSCF address used to trigger the service event may be different form the Change of Position context DP.

Since the Data Session SCF will be mapped over CAP 3 and given that at the application level, this mobility specific handling event should be completely transparent, it is a requirement to ensure at handover the same gsmSCF is used.

Proposal 

Lucent Technologies proposes that the following health warning is inserted in section 7.2.2 of 29.198

“In order to ensure that the mobility events are transparent to the Data Session SCF, the same gsmSCF address must be used in the GPRS-CSI for the detection points: PDP Context Establishment, PDP Context Establishment Acknowledge and Change of Position.”
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
