1 Introduction

This contribution contains the present views by the chairmen of 3GPP TSG CN WG5 and ETSI SPAN3, on the organisation of the joint activity on OSA API’s, and on the structure of the specifications.

It is intended for discussion at the meeting, and for further E-mail discussion, so that agreement can be reached before the next joint meeting in September in Bristol. 


2 Specifications

Work on one set of documents

· During the joint SPAN/N5 meetings we work on one copy of technical base material, which contain the class diagrams, state transition diagrams, interface specifications, IDL, and message sequence diagrams
It is proposed that this technical base material is collected in an ETSI Standard.

· the technical base material (ETSI Standard) covers requirements for both wireless and fixed access and core networks, and is the basis for a 3GPP OSA Technical Standard, and for an OSA European Norm

· the 3GPP OSA Technical Standard will contain those parts of the technical base material which cover the requirements as defined by 3GPP WG-SA

· the European Norm will in principle contain all material of the ETSI Standard.

· the technical base material (ETSI Standard) is referred to by ITU.

· Question; do we need a versioned draft of the 3GPP OSA Technical Standard? Or will an annex in the ETSI Standard indicating which sections/interfaces will be contained in the 3GPP Standard be sufficient?

· mapping between the API and core network protocols will be contained in an ETSI Technical Report (one or more?)

Starting point and procedures

· incorporate an exact copy of the part 1 specifications of the interfaces from 3GPP R99 in the draft ETSI Standard, and complement them with work being done by SPAN3 already
This will be the first draft of the OSA ETSI Standard.

· any joint decisions by 3GPP/SPAN3 on interfaces already contained in TS29.198

· incorporate changes in draft ETSI Standard

· make CR to R99 29.198

· any joint decision by 3GPP/SPAN3 on interfaces defined by SA as part of 3GPP OSA R00

· incorporate material in draft ETSI Standard

· update (automatic) of the OSA R00 draft

· any joint decisions by 3GPP/SPAN3 on interfaces (not yet?) defined by SA as part of 3GPP OSA R00

· incorporate material in draft ETSI Standard

and for the mapping:

· incorporate an exact copy of the 3GPP mapping document 29.998 into an ETSI Technical Report

· any joint decisions by 3GPP/SPAN3 on mapping already contained in TS29.998

· incorporate changes in draft ETSI Technical Report

· make CR to R99 29.998

Consequences on details

· In order to have a common IDL, the name space of the IDL should be a common. It should not refer to ETSI or 3GPP, but be a neutral term. 
It is proposed to use the abbreviation as used in the S1 Work Item on OSA; OISP (Open Interface for Service Provisioning), for the name space

· In order to have a common IDL for fixed and wireless access, we should not remove methods and data types in the IDL in case there is no support in e.g. the wireless access network, but solve this in the mapping (return of not-supported message).
An example that should be fixed with a CR is the createCall method in Generic Call Control.

Structure of the specifications

· In order to make the specifications modular, and make it easy to produce a subset according to the 3GPP requirements, it is proposed to group all material related to a Service Capability feature (or Framework feature) together.
So instead of grouping all class diagrams together, all message sequence diagrams in a document, and all IDL in another document, it is proposed to group class diagrams, state transition diagrams, interface specifications, message sequence diagrams and IDL per service capability feature. The IDL should however not be pasted in the Word document, but be a pointer to a set of IDL files/documents.

· The final IDL output should best be in the form of a collection of IDL files.
The format of the IDL during the course of the work should be discussed, since version control and revision marks should be possible.
· Apart from the paper specification, there should also be a software version of the class model per service, under version control, using Rational Rose 2000.
3 Requirements input

· ETSI will be reorganized from November on. 

· SPAN11 Services, applications, numbering, naming and addressing

· SPAN14 Overall network & systems architecture

· SPAN12 Applications interfaces for service providers & network operators  (INAP, API’s, H.248, ..)

· SPAN13 Peer to peer control protocols (BICC, SIP/SDP, ..)

· SPAN15 TC AT (Advanced Terminals)

· The work on API’s will thus be done jointly between SPAN12 and 3GPP CN WG5

· requirements for 3GPP Release 00 come from 3GPP TSG SA, and are implemented by the joint SPAN/CN5 activity

· additional requirements for fixed access networks will be co-ordinated between SPAN11 and SPAN14, and provided to and implemented by the joint SPAN12/CN5 activities.
This will include input from e.g. EP TIPHON.
