TRAVEL INFORMATION

Bristol is situated in the West of England, approximately 200 Km (120 miles) west of London. While Bristol has its own International airport that serves a limited number of European destinations with scheduled flights (Paris, Brussels, Amsterdam and Dublin). As such, unless you are either traveling from, or are transitting through, one of these cities, it is recommended that one of the London airports be used. Heathrow is the preferred London airport for travel to Bristol.

Travel from Bristol Airport

Taxis are available at Bristol Airport; journey time approximately 20 minutes depending on the level of traffic. Cost approximately £15-£20.

Travel from Heathrow to Bristol

By train from Heathrow, via London

From Heathrow, take the “Heathrow Express” to London Paddington. There are 2 separate “Heathrow Express” stations – one serving terminals 1/2/3 and the other serving terminal 4; these are sign-posted from the arrivals concourse. These trains run every 15 minutes between 6 am and 11 pm, taking about 15 minutes for the journey to London. The cost is 12 pounds; buy the ticket before you get on the train from either the ticket office or the machines at the entrance to the station.

From London Paddington, take the train to Bristol (Temple Meads). Trains run approximately hourly, more frequently at peak times (see www.railtrack.co.uk for timetable). Tickets should be bought from the ticket office on the platform, although they are also available on the train (most credit cards accepted). Cost depends on time of day and date of travel (peak hours and Fridays are more expensive) but is likely to vary from 36 pounds for an off-peak return up to 80 pounds for an open return in standard (second) class. Duration of the journey London Paddington to Bristol is approximately 1 hour 45 minutes depending on the time of day.

Taxis are available from Bristol Temple Meads to Jurys Hotel – about a 5-10 minute journey depending on the traffic. Note that trains also run from London Paddington to Bristol Parkway; this station is on the edge of the town and would necessitate a longer taxi journey of about 20 minutes.

By coach and train, via Reading

The Reading/Heathrow Rail-Air Link operates a coach service from Heathrow terminal 1 to Reading Train station, every 30 minutes, taking about 45 minues to one hour, depending on the traffic (see http://great-western-trains.co.uk/services/leisure/rail_air1.html). From Reading, trains go to Bristol Temple Meads every hour (see www.railtrack.co.uk for timetable). Taxis are available from Bristol Temple Meads to Jurys Hotel – approximately 5-10 minutes.

By hire car from Heathrow

Travelling from Heathrow to Bristol by car is relatively direct – but remember we drive on the left-hand side of the road. Driving in the centre of Bristol, however is not straightforward, with many one way systems. If you decide to hire a car, all the major car hire companies are represented at the airport; take the appropriate courtesy coach from outside each terminal to the car hire offices. Having hired the car, follow the signs to the M4 motorway WEST (the car hire firm should be able to provide a map). Continue along the M4 for about 100 miles (160 kilometers) to junction 18, then take the M32 sign-posted to Bristol. Continue to the end of the M32 - about 5 miles (8 kilometers) onto the A4032. From there, follow the map on the next page – the A4032 is shown at the top right hand corner.  Redcliffe Way is located between Jurys Hotel and Temple Meads Station  (right hand side of map).
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By taxi from Heathrow

Travel by taxi from Heathrow to Bristol is not recommended – the cost is likely to be £120-150 even with an authorised “black cab” and take 2-3 hours depending on traffic. This may be cost-effective when more than one person is travelling. Avoid taxi touts that operate at the airport; not only is this illegal, but they are likely to charge excessive amounts and not take you to your destination.

There are various authorised currency exchange offices at Heathrow. There are also many banks and currency exchange offices in the centre of Bristol.

Weather

Although it is late summer, the weather can be fairly variable. Temperature may be between 15 – 25 degrees Centigrade during the daytime, dropping overnight. Rain can be expected at any time.

Mains Plugs

Electricity supply is 240 volts, 50 Hz. The UK uses a three-pin plug with square pins. Please bring a suitable adaptor – the hotel cannot provide adaptors for non-UK plugs.
