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1 Introduction

The present methods specified in the call control do not have the possibility to get the overview of the calls that are originated by, or terminated by a specified user. This capability would be very useful in the case were a user registers at another location and the application service logic needs to have an overview of all calls either originating or terminating which are still active at the old location(s). Currently, the Parlay 2.1 Call Control interfaces do not provide this functionality. It is proposed to add this requirement for Phase 3. This contribution provides an initial input on the requirements, the method and the definition of the associated parameters.

2 Get User Calls method and parameters

Requirement

CC – x.x
Obtain the identity of all calls under control of a specified user

Invoker:
Client application

Description:
The application must be able to get the identity of all originating and terminating calls currently under the control of a specified user.

Information:
user address


List of user calls

Method

getUserCalls ()

This method requests for the identity of all the calls that are currently under the control of the specified user.
This includes both originating and terminating calls.

Parameters

usersAddress : in TpAddressRef

Specifies the address of the user whose calls are requested. 

userCallList : out TpCallIdentifierSetRef 

Specifies the set of calls which are currently under control of the user.

To the “Generic Call Control Data Definitions”, add:

TpCallIdentifierSet

Defines a Numbered Set of Data Elements of TpCallIdentifier.
TpCallIdentifierSetRef

Defines a Reference to type TpCallIdentifierSet.
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
