3.2 SPAN-120070-8 clause headings need to be looked at:  Clause Data Session, containing all the interface descriptions for both Data Session and Data Session Manager is within clause Data Session Control.

3.3 Document SPAN-120070-8, Interface IpAppDataSessionManager, has a method: dataSessionNotificationContinued(), with the following description: 
'This method indicates to the application that all event notifications will be sent again.'  
The UML model has the following deacription: 
'This method indicates to the application that all event notifications will be sent again are resumed.'
