The parameter serviceProperties of the method getServiceManager needs to be modified. There is no reason to make the service Factory search for the interface that matches the defined properties, because a certain serviceID has been selected already by the application. The result may even be erroneous if two or more serviceIDs match with the listed properties. The properties were decided in CN5#7 to be removed from the selectService method (CR in N5-000291).

Service Factory

The Service Factory interface allows the framework to get access to a manager interface of a network SCF. It is used during the signServiceAgreement, in order to return an SCF manager interface reference to the application. Each SCF has a manager interface that is the initial point of contact for the network SCF. E.g., the call control SCF uses the Call Manager interface.
