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This document lists the changes made as a result of generating a draft copy of Mobility part of the API specification from the UML model.  The changes made are with respect to N5-000250.

1 Corrections Made

1.1 Title

The document title has been changed to a suggested new title.  The title on the former documents was not suitable, since it referred to SCF for all parts of the API, even those which were not SCFs.  The title of the SPAN work item is also not suitable: "Intelligent Network (IN); SCF to 3rd Party Service Application Interface; Interface Description Language (IDL) specification".  The title can be changed to any other title as required, and the title of the SPAN document need not be the same as the title of the 3GPP 29.198.

1.2 Sequence Diagram errors:

1.2.1 Sequence Diagram User Location Interrogation – Triggered Request

This diagram modified to use interfaces IpTriggeredUserLocation and IpAppTriggeredUserLocation, since the methods referred to are no longer in IpUserLocation and IpAppUserLocation.

Method  name triggeredLocationReportingStart() changed to triggeredLocationReportingStartReq()

1.2.2 Sequence Diagram User Status – Triggered Reporting

Method  name triggeredStatusReportingStart() changed to triggeredStatusReportingStartReq()

1.3 Sequence Diagram Additions:

Set of sequence diagrams introduced for UserLocationCamel, mostly because they already existed in the UML model.   Major difference is in Triggered user location:  User Location has a dedicated interface for this, whereas User Location Camel does not

1.4 Exceptions raised by methods

Exceptions Raised have been added to each Method, but only to the extent that they are available in the UML model.

Each method description has been extended with the detailed errors which can be raised by each method.  This information was available in the previous draft of the Mobility document, but can not be easily incorporated into the UML file (no comment field associated with Exceptions)

1.5 Clause 7

New clause added from Call Control section.  On one hand, should be in Common part as will be repeated in most parts.  On other hand, is relevant to each part since it is an overview of the succeeding clause.  All suggestions welcome.

1.6 Service Properties

These have been placed in a clause of their own, just before the Data Types.  The Generic service property descriptions have been listed (probably will be moved to another part, either Common Data Part 2, or Framework Part 3), followed by the description of the Mobility Service properties, followed by an indication of which properties are used by which services - previously this was buried at the end of each Interface description.
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
