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1 Introduction

The SA2 VHE/OSA ad-hoc met last January 17-18. Among the issues discussed there, some are of interest to the joint Parlay/SPAN12/CN5 group.

This contribution does not intend to be a complete report of the SA2 VHE/OSA meeting, but rather to point out these issues of interest.

2 Some issues from last VHE/OSA ad-hoc

· The agreed OSA stage 1 (requirements), 22.127 version 4.0.0, was presented. This document does not contain anymore requirements for Rel5, but it does not explicitly point out the differences with Rel99. Following the working process agreed for OSA, SA2 VHE/OSA is studying the requirements in order to identify those that have an architectural impact and need to be worked on by SA2 before CN5. So far in the discussion no requirements have been identified for SA2 work and therefore, unless further notice, it is CN5 who has to deal directly with the new Rel4 requirements.

· Charging has been identified as a possible area of overlap with SA5. The SA2 VHE/OSA ad-hoc will prepare a presentation for their next meeting (March), that will be given by Siemens. CN5 will be informed of any possible impact of this potential overlap. Anyway this will be done for Rel5, since there is no time for any agreement within Rel4 timeframe.

· The LS from T2 requesting OSA information was discussed. An answer was prepared requesting from T2 more information on their MMS Relay interfaces, in order to see if OSA is applicable.

· A LS from CN1/CN2/CN3/CN4 was received urging for the choice of one or more protocols for the control of IP multimedia (among the three candidates: CAP, OSA and SIP). Their concern is that one or more of them is  be working on an option that could be later discarded. This issue is currently being discussed by SA2, that plans to give a final answer in their next meeting (26/2 – 2/3).
