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Background

During the development of the various parts of 120070 from the UML model, we found that only the Mobility document contained any description of the Service Properties.  These are expected to be added at least to Call Control in an Ericsson contribution.

The description of the Service Properties in the Mobility draft is split into two groups:  General Service Properties, and Service Specific properties for Mobility.  These are in clauses 10.1 and 10.2 respectively of the Mobility draft generated from the UML model (in clauses 4.1 and 4.2 in the previous draft, N5-000250).  The General Service Properties are as follows:

4.1 General Service Properties

Each service instance has the following general properties:

· Service Name
· Service Version
· Service Instance ID
· Service Instance Description
· Product Name
· Product Version
· Supported Interfaces
4.1.1 Service Name

This property contains the name of the service, e.g. “UserLocation”, “UserLocationCamel”, “UserLocationEmergency” or “UserStatus”.

4.1.2 Service Version

This property contains the version of the APIs, to which the service is compliant, e.g. “2.1".

4.1.3 Service Instance ID

This property uniquely identifies a specific instance of the service. The Framework generates this property.

4.1.4 Service Instance Description

This property contains a textual description of the service.

4.1.5 Product Name

This property contains the name of the product that provides the service, e.g. “Find It”, “Locate.com”.

4.1.6 Product Version

This property contains the version of the product that provides the service, e.g. “3.1.11”.

4.1.7 Supported Interfaces

This property contains a list of strings with interface names that the service supports, e.g. “IpUserLocation”, “IpUserStatus”.

Proposal

These General Service Properties have nothing to do with Mobility, and in fact are relevant to each SCF.  The service properties are also never exchanged by an SCF, but are exchanged across Framework interfaces, during Service Discovery and Service Registration.  Rather than repeating the same description in each SCF part, the proposal is:

1) To remove the General Service Properties listed above from the Mobility document, to the Framework document, creating a new clause 14 just above the Data Types, which could be used to group other general information on Service Properties, and from which a generic reference should be made to the existence of Service Specific Properties in the other parts;

2) That no other SCF document contain these same General Service Properties.
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
