Up until very recently Parlay has not had a Framework Working Group and as a result no modifications have been put forward to Parlay and very little discussion has taken place on Framework related matters.

This changed at the Parlay Group Meeting in Singapore in January.

Parlay Working Group Meeting Summary

The key points from the meeting in Singapore are as follows: -

1. Agreed to joint working with the ETSI/3GPP/SPAN group, as has already been started with Call Control

2. Agreed to review TSAS issues and bring them to the Joint Meeting

3. Requested Issues from the Parlay WG attendees

4. Agreed to look at how TMF NGOSS relates to the Framework

5. Need to look at defining a simplified version of the APIs (or offer convenience functions for example) to enhance usability

Issues

1. Currently the OSA Framework is a subset of Parlay’s Framework

2. How should the work with TSAS progress?

3. Should the Parlay meetings (next one in May) be joint meetings also?

4. Should the Parlay WG have an existence outside the Joint Meetings?

5. Need to discus how the priorities of each organisation can be accommodated at any point in time

6. Need to establish what changes to the Framework must be in Parlay 3.0
