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1 Introduction

During the Phoenix meeting in December last year, a discussion was held on the alignment of event and notification data types. During this discussion it was questioned what we have to do with GCCS. It was agreed that the inheritance for MPCC from GCCS was broken and for GCCS itself following three options where listed:

1. Keep GCC in 12070 with its present data types (data definitions are in separate GCC data definition section), and have different data types for MPCC. So GCC is kept as stable as possible with respect to 3GPP R99 and Parlay 2.1

2. Keep GCC in 12070 with among other things new data types, align with MPCC

3. Only have MPCC in 12070, with explanation in GCC section that MPCC can be used with restrictions
Till now however no decision has been taken. In this contribution Alcatel want’s to state his position and asks for a decision on this open issue.

2 Removal of GCCS 

Alcatel position is that GCCS must be removed from the OSA API specification. The motivation for this is that GCSS is basically not modelling the real call with his participants and therefore is considered an inflexible.

According to our point of view we need at least a call with 2 legs modelled and anything less is considered as not useful. Therefore Alcatel want’s to see MPCC as a basic Call Control.
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
