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Introduction

This document provides a status overview of the current state of affairs with respect to the API-to-Protocol mappings, targeted for DTR/SPAN-120075. The document is prepared by the overall editor Lucent Technologies in order to aid the assessment of what remains to be done in the 3GPP Release 4 time frame.

General Overview

For OSA 3GPP Release 4 it is intended to publish 3G TR 29.998 v4.0.0. It has been decided to generate or extract this Technical Report from the common source contained in DTR/SPAN-120075. The process and administrative issues have not yet been decided upon.
