createCall method is proposed to be removed because it is out of scope of R99.

The createCall method in Generic Call Control was accidentally included in Rel4 specification. We propose a correction to this. 

3GPP SA1 has explicitly removed (see S1-010140) creation of calls from OSA 22.127 in their February meeting. The reason behind this decision is the fact that 3GPP protocols (i.e. CAMEL) do not support call creation by a service platform. Thus CN5 should not add this feature to Rel4, but possibly only to Rel5 which is anticipated to have CAMEL support for call creation. Furthermore createCall is currently inadequately described, because the state transition diagrams do not contain it.

We kindly request CN5 to consider this modification
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
