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Introduction

Of the methods in the IpAccountManager interface only the createNotification contains an application-side callback parameter appAccountManager. This was modelled after the manager pattern used in for instance Call Control. However, the manager pattern doesn't apply to Account Management in its purest form. I.e. the application is not required to enable notifications in the network, and to be notified of the event after which a gateway object is created on which methods can be invoked (compare the reportNotification in call control, after which an IpCall object is instantiated in the gateway). For the IpAccountManager interface, the methods createNotification, queryBalanceReq, and retrieveTransactionHistoryReq all expect to be called back.

Discussion

There are two possible solutions to solve this problem

1. Add the appAccountManager parameter to every method that would expect to be called back

2. Remove the appAccountManager parameter altogether and use setCallback in stead

Solution 1) would require the appAccountManager parameter always to be passed, even if several methods are invoked consecutively on the same interface where the callback is already known. Solution 2) is easy to realize in the specification because of inheritance from IpService. It requires the application to explicitly call this method, however that needs to be done only once for the same interface.

Lucent Technologies prefers solution 2 and would like to kindly request the meeting to consider this problem and the proposed solution.
