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1 Introduction

As have been shown in N5-010361, section labeled ‘Destination address checking + Connected monitoring use case’, the API needs a way that allows an application to register interest in events that will be emitted on a call leg that not yet exists.

This contribution proposes to move the reportEventReq methods to the Call object.  The meeting is requested to consider if similar functionality (e.g. reportEventReq) methods should be removed from the Call Leg object.  

The modifications build further on those put forward in ‘N5-010360-call-v3.doc’.

2 Modifications of IpCall and IpAppCall

7.3.3 Interface Class IpMultiPartyCall 
Inherits from: IpService 
The Multi-Party Call provides the possibility to control the call routing, to request information from the call, control the charging of the call, to release the call and to supervise the call.  It also gives the possibility to manage call legs explicitly.  An application may create more then one call leg.

Method

eventReportReq()

This asynchronous method sets, clears or changes the criteria for the events that the call leg object will be set to observe.

Pre conditions: 

“Call Control Manager state” == IpMultiPartyCallControlManager.IN_SERVICE

“Call Leg state” != IpMultiPartyCallLeg.FAULTY && IpMultiPartyCallLeg.RELEASED

Specifies the call session ID of the call.
eventsRequested : in TpCallEventCriteriaSet

Specifies the event specific criteria used by the application to define the events required. Only events that meet these criteria are reported.
