Ard-Jan Moerdijk graduated from the University of Technology, Eindhoven, The Netherlands, 1992. As one of his main non curriculum activities he worked for the so-called Wetenschapswinkels, a non profit organisation aiming to open up university knowledge for citizens. For more than a year he was chair of a committee responsible for public relations of  all WetenschapsWinkels. 

After his study he continued with PhD research in the field of theoretical physics in Eindhoven, closely collaborating with various experimental groups at universities in the US. During this period he published a number of papers in outstanding magazines like Physical Review Letters. He obtained his PhD degree in 1996.

In 1996 he worked as consultant for Origin one year at Shell Research where he was responsible for an application development platform. In the Origin Open Systems group he was part of the Steering committee and involved in a C++ Special Interest Group.

In 1997 he started to work for Ericsson in the area of IN platforms where he worked on various projects.
