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1 Introduction

The alignment of Access Session interfaces implies a restructuring in the FW documentation, as well as changes in the sequence diagrams and STDs. This contribution outlines the resulting changes.

2 Outline of changes

This section outlines the contents of the Framework document following the new structure and highlighting the changes needed in the sequence diagrams and STDs.

· Basic interface specifications

· Access Session

· Access Session sequence diagrams: copy the contents of the following existing sections:

· initial access (6.4.2): in figure change IpAppAPILevelAuthentication -> IpClientAPILevelAuthentication

· authentication (6.4.3): no changes necessary

· API level authentication (6.4.4): in figure change 

IpAppAPILevelAuthentication -> IpClientAPILevelAuthentication

IpAppAuthentication -> IpClientAuthentication

IpAppAccess -> IpClientAccess


· Access Session interface classes: same as Trust and Security Management figure in current section 15, except

· rename IpFw*** -> Ip***

· rename IpSvc*** -> IpClient***


· Access Session state transition diagrams: copy those in current clause 9.1, no modifications needed.


· Framework-Application API

· Framework-Application sequence diagrams: 

· event notification (6.1) stays the same

· integrity management (6.2) stays the same

· service discovery (6.3) stays the same

· trust and security management:

· service selection (6.4.1): diagram stays the same, but names change: 
IpAccess -> IpServiceAgreementManagement

· initial access (6.4.2) should not be included (it is part of the Access Session section now)

· authentication (6.4.3) should not be included (it is part of the Access Session section now)

· API level authentication (6.4.4) should not be included (it is part of the Access Session section now)


· Framework-Application class diagrams
: stay the same except for the Trust and Security Management figure, where:

· IpApp*** interface classes should be re-named IpClient***

· Ip[App]Access interface classes are split into Ip[App]Access and Ip[Client]ServiceAgreementManagement.


· Framework-Application interface classes: 

· Trust and security management (8.1):

· IpAppLevelAuthentication (8.1.1), IpAppAccess (8.1.2), IpInitial (8.1.3), IpAuthentication (8.1.4), IpAPILevelAuthentication (8.1.5) and IpAccess (8.1.6) should not be included (they are part of the Access Session now)

· A new interface class, IpServiceAgreementManagement, containing methods selectService, signServiceAgreement and terminateServiceAgreement, should be included.

· Service Discovery (8.2) stays the same

· Integrity Management (8.3) stays the same

· Event Notification (8.4) stays the same


· Framework-Application state transition diagrams: 

· Trust and Security Management STDs (9.1) should be removed

· Rest of STDs in current clause 9 stay the same


· Framework-Enterprise Operator API: introductory text here from contribution 603.

· Framework-Enterprise sequence diagrams (current clause 10) stay the same

· Framework-Enterprise class diagrams: IpAppAuthentication should be removed, and replaced by class diagrams for all Access Session interface classes

· Framework-Enterprise interface classes: 

· Interface class IpAppAuthentication (current clause 12.1.3) should be removed

· Rest stays as in current clause 12.

· Framework-Enterprise state transition diagrams: none at the moment.

· Framework-Services sequence diagrams: 

· Section 14.1, Trust and Security Management diagrams, should be removed.

· Section 14.2, Service Discovery diagrams, though currently empty, stays the same.

· Sections 14.3, 14.4, 14.5 and 14.6 stay the same.


· Framework-Services class diagrams:

· Figure with Trust and Security Management overview:

· Rename IpFw*** -> Ip***

· Rename IpSvc*** -> IpClient***

· Rest stays the same


· Framework-Services interface classes:

· Trust and Security Management interface classes (currently clause 16.1) should be removed because the are part of the Access Session now

· Rest stays the same.


· Framework-Services state transition diagrams:

· Trust and Security Management STDs (currently clause 17.1, though empty, should be removed.

· Rest stays the same.

· Etc: same

� Note that the proposal is to have the Access Session interface classes specified in the first section and therefore not in the sections for the different APIs, but it is also proposed that they do appear in the section containing the class diagrams for each API.
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
