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Proposal on adding JAIN SPA APIs as an alternative technology to the OMG-IDL
Specs involved:
TS 29.1980 (Parts 2 and onwards) & ES 201 915 (Parts 2 and onwards)
This follow-on to contribution N5-010555 “Decoupling the OSA API”, proposes to add references to the JAIN SPA APIs as an alternative technology to the OMG IDL.

Note: The JAIN SPA APIs are a Java technology realisation of the 3GPP, ETSI and Parlay APIs. A wide range of participating companies within the JAIN Community are developing the JAIN SPA APIs. These companies follow the Java Community Process (JCP), which is an industry framework for the development of standard and open Java APIs.

To meet the above proposal it is recommended that the following change be put in place:

After Annex A (entitled “OMG IDL Description of…”) in parts 2 and onwards it is recommended that a new Annex B (normative) (entitled “JAIN Java Description of…) be inserted, which contains the following paragraphs:
