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1 Introduction

The SA1 VHE and OSA groups are working on the requirements for Rel5. These requirements need to be taken into account in our OSA specifications. Although the documents containing them are not yet final, and they have not been officially sent to us, it is interesting to have an idea of what new issues we will need to handle in the future.

This contribution summarizes the new Rel5 requirements from the VHE and OSA SA1 groups as they are on discussion today. They are only provided for information. 

2 Rel5 requirements from SA1 OSA

The SA1 OSA ad-hoc group is currently working on the requirements for OSA Rel5. This section lists the new ones as presented in the last SA1 plenary, for information. 

· Inclusion of additional functions, presented and approved at SA1#12:

· Support for Policy Management (S1(01)0392)
· Introduction of De-Registration Function (S1(01)0393)

· New functionality: planned to be delivered at SA1#13 (July 9-13, report not available):

· support for Multimedia services

· additions to retrieval of terminal capabilities (if needed)

· support for Conference facilities

· assess charging requirements

· New functionality: planned to be delivered at SA1#14 (November 5-9)

· support for Presence service

· improve security requirements

· support for location services

· access to user profile information

3 Rel5 requirements from SA1 VHE

The SA1 VHE ad-hoc group has finalized their requirements for Rel5 and proposed to terminate itself when they are approved. Their requirements have been presented to the SA#12 plenary, but the report of this meeting is not yet available.

The new Rel5 VHE requirements are:

· User Profile Management requirements have been further elaborated. However a new group for the study of User Profile Management has been created in 3GPP involving SA1, SA2, SA3 and T2. We should expect to get a more elaborated input from this group.

· Requirement for the mechanism that allows the user to discover services offered by the Home Environment and the HE-VASP. When the HE is the operator and the HE-VASP is a third party who offers his services through the operator, this results in a requirement on OSA.
