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Introduction

When reviewing the current draft specification for the Content Charging SCF, we identified that the semantics of the parameter id “CHS_PARAM_RESULT” is unclear to us. We suggest to change the parameter types as described below.

Proposal

TpCHSParameterID “P_CHS_PARAM_RESULT”

The description says that a TpCHSParameter value with the id P_CHS_PARAM_RESULT represents the result of the service, where result probably means success or failure. But, when determining the tariff (as in reserveUnitReq()), the result of the service is typically not yet known. 

Nevertheless, the result should be known when the debitUnitReqt()  or some similar operation is called, so it can be passed to that operation. We propose to pass the information about success or failure of a service as a volume information in TpVolumeSet. The request engine might specify 100% as the delivered volume in case of successful service delivery, or simply release the reservation without doing any debit() in case the delivery failed. If a partial delivery can occur, something like 50% might be debited.

· We propose to omit the value P_CHS_PARAM_RESULT for TpCHSParameterID.

· We propose to define an additional value for TpUnitID:
