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Problem

In the fault management interfaces there are two sets of asynchronous methods, genFaultStatsRecordReq and *activityTestReq, which don’t have corresponding Err methods.  Lucent believes that this creates an imbalance, as the Res methods exist, but the Err methods don’t.

Proposal

Lucent would like to propose adding genFaultStatsRecordErr into all the interfaces which currently have a genFaultStatsRecordRes, along with a new data type TpFaultStatisticsError.  Lucent would also like to propose adding a *activityTestErr method into all the interfaces which currently have a *activityTestRes method.  We feel that the activityTestErr is needed for indicating that the activity test could not be carried out.

Resulting changes

The following data type needs to be added to section 19.4:

TpFaultStatisticsError

Defines the error code associated with a failed attempt to retrieve any fault statistics information.
