We have a comment on the document 544  - specifically the wording of text

proposed for the createAndRouteCallLegReq() method.

> In case the application intends to redirect a call, rather than to create a

> new call leg, it should include a value for the field

> P_CALL_APP_ORIGINAL_DESTINATION_ADDRESS of TpCallAppInfo.

Clearly it doesn't make sense for a parameter of this method, which is creating

a call leg, to result in a call leg not being created.

We propose something like:-

"If the application wishes that the call leg should be represented in the

network as being a redirection it should include a value for the field

P_CALL_APP_ORIGINAL_DESTINATION_ADDRESS of TpCallAppInfo."
