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The following highlights some suggestions for improvements and some errors found in the 3GPP, ETSI and Parlay specifications. The contribution also poses a few previously unanswered questions.

1) There's no description of the API packaging hierarchy given. A section in each part may be useful. Below is a strawman for proposal:





2) Delete: TpInt32Ref, TpFloatRef, TpLongstringRef, TpOctetRef, TpStringRef, TpAssignmentIDRef, TpSessionIDRef, TpDateAndTimeRef, TpAddressRef, TpAddressSetRef, in fact, anything Tp*Ref.

3) Delete IpInterfaceRefRef and anything Ip*RefRef.

4) IpAccountManager.queryBalanceReq( ) returns TpSessionID, should this be TpAssignmentID? Also, what happens if a user has many accounts?

5) IpAccountManger.retrieveTransactionHistoryReq( ) returns TpSessionIDs, should this be TpAssignmentID?

6) IpAppAccountManager.queryBalanceRes(),queryBalanceErr(), retrieveTransactionHistoryRes(), retrieveTransactionHistoryErr() all pass TpSessionID as a parameter, should this be TpAssignmentID?

7) Style/consistency question: Should the TpAssignmentID values be generated by the client side (e.g. as done for App-to-Fw interfaces) or by server side (e.g. as done for App-to-Account Manager interfaces)?

8) The Exceptions and Service Properties section is not present for the call control part, but it is in all other parts

9) Suggestion to restructure the call control part into 4 parts: GCCS, MPCCS, MMCCS & CCCS

10) Suggestion to restructure the framework part into either 4 (FW_ACCESS, FW_APPLICATION, FW_SERVICE, FW_ENTERPRISE_OPERATOR) or 8 (TSM, DISCOVERY, INTEGRITY, REGISTRATION, SUBSCRIPTION, AGREEMENT, LIFECYCLE, NOTIFICATION) parts.
