4 Reference is made to yellow circles in the diagram – this isn’t going to work!

Reference is made to “Application Server”. I believe this should be “Application” otherwise it gets too architecture-specific.

Paragraph 3 makes reference to “user subscription” but users are not part of the domain. This part of the paragraph doesn’t seem to aid understanding.

Perhaps we should define what we mean by “off-line”. For me this means that something is done which isn’t covered by any Parlay/OSA API. The term “off-line” has overloaded meanings and which is being used in this context isn’t clear.

The heading of paragraph 7 is confusing as it implies that discovery of framework features is possible.

The descriptions of the “basic mechanisms” between Framework and SCS and Framework and EntOp are incomplete.
