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1. Introduction

One of the requirements in OSA is that the OSA API should be independent of transport, distribution mechanism, and language. The primary OSA UML model should not then be based on any one particular technology. Currently the OSA UML model is CORBA biased, as it includes a number of CORBA stereotypes. Support of other technologies and languages is hampered by the coupling of the UML to CORBA. This paper proposes to modify the UML such that it is a pure Analysis model rather than a CORBA model.

2. Providing a pure Analyst UML Model

The current CORBA based UML model could be used to provide a pure Analyst model. Once this Analyst model has been created, then it could be used as a basis for additional UML models based on other technologies. A primary example is the CORBA UML. Once an Analyst UML model is created (by removing the CORBA bias from the current model), then the CORBA model could be considered to be derived from the Analyst model. Other technologies which might use this new Analyst model could be Java, and XML.

It is also proposed that each model has it’s own owner who is responsible for it’s maintenance. The Analysts model should also be considered the official model and made public.
