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Reason for change:
(

It must be possible to allow an Application Service Provider to provide a new application without any management and provisioning in the Framework Operator domain. This is possible by having one agreement between the Framework (network) operator and an Application Service Provider (enterprise operator) that is applicable for the complete set of applications from the Application Service Provider. 

To support this it is necessary that an application can contact the framework by supplying the identity of the Application Service Provider and the application. In this way the framework can find the correct SLA applicable for the application provider and also request creation of the service instances based on this.

At present, however, the current datatype used to identify different domains doesn’t support a combination of Application Service Provider and application identity.  






Summary of change:
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The data-type TpDomainID is extended in such a way that it also supports a combination of Application Service Provider and application identity.
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not approved:
For each new application within an Application Service Provider domain provisioning and management at the network operator domain is needed, leading to inflexibility and longer time to market.
