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TSG SA1 thanks TSG CN5 for their Liaison Statement on direction for implementing SA1's OSA and VHE Requirements. 


In this LS the CN5 indicates it would like to have an indication from SA1 on the priorities of the OSA and VHE-OSA requirements. 

TSG SA1 recognises that the work TSG CN5 is contribution driven and ideally would like to see all the requirements identified in TS 22.141 completed as part of Release 5. Providing a detailed priority on an individual functional level may lead to the undesirable situation of preventing input contributions a fair share of the meeting time. 

However, SA1 recognises that features such as “Multimedia channel control” and the “support of Presence service function” are important service enablers and should be considered of higher priority. By contrast, due to the current immaturity of the Generic User Profile work, this feature should be considered as a lower priority. 

The following table shows SA1’s estimation of priorities for OSA functions to be completed in Release 5.

This CR clarifies that OSA does not require that all SCFs, to which OSA provides an API interface, need to be 3GPP standardised entities.
