Agreements for Approval

3.1 APT (Asia-Pacific Telecommunity)

The General Assembly is invited to

approve the draft Co-operation Agreement with APT given in Annex A.

The Asia Pacific Telecommunity (APT, http://www.aptsec.org/) was established in May 1979 as a Regional Telecommunication Organization by an inter-governmental agreement. APT undertakes, in close co-ordination with the ITU, technical and other studies relating to developments in telecommunication technology of common interest to its Members and Associate Members.

Collaborating with APT on different occasions of the ITU and GSC/RAST meetings, ETSI has noticed the need for fostering a closer co-operation at the technical working level. In this light, a Co-operation Agreement has been drafted, endorsed by the ETSI Board#34 and is currently being negotiated with the Asia-Pacific Telecommunity.
3.2 H2GF (HiperLAN2 Global Forum)

The General Assembly is invited to

approve the draft Co-operation Agreement with H2GF given in Annex B.

The HiperLAN2 Global Forum (H2GF, http://www.hiperlan2.com) was founded in September 1999 by Bosch, Dell, Ericsson, Nokia, Telia and Texas Instruments, to achieve interoperable products and collaborate with standards and regulatory bodies in order to facilitate rapid deployment. 

The ETSI Project BRAN has closely collaborated with the HiperLAN2 Global Forum, as EP BRAN is developing the HiperLAN2 specifications (High PErformance Radio Local Area Network type 2) as combined technology for broadband cellular short-range communications and wireless Local Area Networks. 

In developing these test specifications, ETSI is supported by H2GF. The increased interest in the HiperLAN2 standard ensures interoperability between different vendors equipment whilst offering the best in class broadband wireless connectivity and access.

In this context, the draft Co-operation Agreement between ETSI and H2GF has been negotiated and endorsed by the ETSI Board #34. The Agreement focuses on technical activities and work items related to the adoption of HiperLAN2 as the global broadband wireless technology in 5 GHz band.

3.3 PARLAY

The General Assembly is invited to

approve the draft Co-operation Agreement with PARLAY given in Annex C.

The PARLAY Group (http://www.parlay.org) is an open, multi-vendor forum organized to create open, technology independent Application Programming Interfaces (APIs) which enables Network Operators, Independent Software Vendors and Service providers to write applications across multiple networks. 

PARLAY is incorporated as a non-profit corporation. Its activities are intended to define, establish and support a common specification for industry standard APIs, while making appropriate submissions to established agencies and bodies with the purpose of ratifying these specifications as international standards.

For the past two years, PARLAY has collaborated closely with ETSI at the technical working level, especially on developing specifications together with 3GPP (CN 5) and TC SPAN (SPAN 12) during joint meetings. In this light, a Co-operation Agreement between ETSI and the PARLAY Group has been negotiated, setting the terms and conditions under which ETSI and PARLAY shall develop, publish and maintain their joint deliverables, in which they shall own joint copyright. 

The draft Agreement has been endorsed by the ETSI Board #35 (24-25 October 2001) and is currently being negotiated with the PARLAY Group.

RATIONALE:


The European Telecommunications Standards Institute ("ETSI") undertakes pre-standardization and standardization activities in areas common to telecommunications, information technology, sound and television broadcasting, and produces European standards (ENs) in the field of telecommunications. ETSI aims to contribute to worldwide standardization at the international level and is the recognized European Standardization Organization for telecommunications. 

The Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (“APT”) has the objective to:

· Correlate Planning, Programming and Development of Telecommunication Networks; 

· Promote the Implementation of all Agreed Networks; 
· Assist in Development of National Components of Efficient Networks; 
· Foster Co-ordination within the Region of Technical Standards and Routing Plans; and
· Seek Adoption of Efficient Operating Methods in Regional Telecommunication Service. 
OBJECTIVES:

ETSI and the APT have the common objective to promote, directly or indirectly, international standardization with the aim of contributing to the establishment of a global information infrastructure. 

ETSI and APT have a reciprocal interest in avoiding duplication of technical work and would both benefit from adopting a complementary approach to the standardization process in the telecommunications domains. ETSI and APT have noted the necessity of structuring and strengthening their relationship and fostering a closer co-operation.

PARTNERSHIP ACTIVITIES:

1
ETSI and APT may exchange from time to time as they may agree, free of charge, information on programmes of work in areas of mutual interest. 

2 Within the agreed work areas specified in Annex 1 hereto (as such Annex 1 may from time to time be amended by the duly authorized representatives of the parties to the present co-operation agreement), copies of working documents and drafts from either party shall be made available royalty-free to the other on request. The dissemination by one party of the documents received from the other party will be strictly limited to the members of APT and members of ETSI, and solely for the purpose of technical and/or promotional activities relating to the party's work programme. For all purposes, all copyright, trade secret, patent and other intellectual and industrial rights embodied in these documents, and any copies thereof, remains with the party originating them and extends to all media in which the information may be embodied.


ETSI and APT undertake to make every endeavour to use electronic document handling in their exchange of documents.

3
Within the context of this agreement, a nominated Observer from the APT Working Groups to the relevant ETSI Technical Bodies and vice-versa may be permitted when the agenda contains items of mutual interest. In principle, no more than one Observer may be allowed in a Committee unless the relevant Chairman agrees.


Observers shall, to the extent permitted by the relevant party's organizational documents, be entitled to participate fully in discussions on relevant work items, and may, to the extent permitted by the relevant party's organizational documents, submit written contributions, but shall have no voting rights.


In order to avoid duplication of technical or planning activities, Observers may submit technical proposals to the Chairperson of the ETSI Technical Body or the APT Working Group in which they are participating.

4
ETSI and the APT may agree in particular cases to incorporate text and graphics from the other in a published document.  The source of such material shall be acknowledged, and, for purposes of this agreement and all other purposes, its copyright, trade secret, patent and other intellectual and industrial property rights shall rest with the originating party.  The originating party grants the relevant Technical Body/Group a royalty free license to use such material.  Any information or other material incorporated by one party shall include all notices and other legends requested by the originating party, including, without limitation, notices and legends related to the inclusion of patented information with the exchanged information.

5
Upon the entry into force of this Agreement, each Party shall provide the other Party with a written copy of its policy and procedures with respect to claimed intellectual property rights (“IPR Policy”), including but not limited to patents, in the development, approval and use of ETSI and APT deliverables, respectively, and shall promptly notify the other Party of any changes to such policy. Each Party shall endeavour to comply with the IPR Policy of the other Party with respect to any matters covered by this Agreement, except when the policy of the other Party conflicts with its own IPR Policy.

6
This Agreement shall last for three years and may be renewed by mutual consent.  It may be renewed upon mutual written consent of both parties when new Rules of Procedure are adopted in either party, or when particular procedures are adopted at worldwide level.  It may also be amended upon mutual written consent of both parties in the light of experience and technical developments.  


Notwithstanding the foregoing, this Agreement may be terminated by either party upon 90 day’s written notice to the other. Upon any termination or expiration of this Agreement, all the rights granted pursuant to this Agreement shall cease immediately and the parties shall cease from distributing any information received pursuant to this Agreement. Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement or otherwise to the contrary, the provisions of this Agreement related to ownership of rights shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement.


Any difficulties arising shall be subject to discussion between the two organizations at the level of the Director-General of ETSI and the Executive Director of APT.


The Agreement shall not be deemed or construed to be modified, amended or waived, in whole or in part, except by written agreement of both parties.  Neither party may assign this Agreement, or any of its rights, obligations or duties hereunder, without the prior written consent of the other party.


All disputes arising in connection with the present agreement, which cannot be solved amicably, shall be finally settled by arbitration in accordance with the Rules of the International Chamber of Commerce (Paris), by one or more arbitrators appointed under the said Rules.


The relationship between ETSI and APT shall be that of independent signatories, and nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to constitute either party as an employee, agent or member of the other party.  Without limiting the foregoing, neither party shall have authority to act for or to bind the other party in any way, to make representations or warranties or to execute agreements on behalf of the other party, or to represent that it is in any way responsible for the acts or omissions of the other party.

RATIONALE:


The European Telecommunications Standards Institute ("ETSI") undertakes pre-standardization and standardization activities in areas common to telecommunications, information technology, sound and television broadcasting, and produces European standards (ENs), ETSI Standards (ESs), Technical Specifications (TSs), Technical Reports (TRs), Guides (EGs) and Special Reports (SRs) in the field of telecommunications. ETSI aims to contribute to world-wide standardization at the international level and is the recognized European Standardization Organization for telecommunications. 

The HiperLAN2 Global Forum (“H2GF”) is a non-profit organization having the mission to drive the adoption of HiperLAN/2 as the global broadband wireless technology in 5 GHz band, providing untethered connectivity for mobile devices in corporate, public and home environments. H2GF has the objective to create industry momentum for the adoption of HiperLAN/2 as the global wireless standard in 5 GHz band, by developing interoperability specifications and tests, and defining the appropriate set of HiperLAN/2 functionality to ensure full interoperability.

OBJECTIVES:

ETSI and H2GF have the common objective to perform and promote, directly or indirectly, regional and international standardization with the aim of contributing to the establishment of a global short-range broadband wireless infrastructure. 

ETSI and H2GF have a reciprocal interest in avoiding duplication of technical work and would both benefit from adopting a complementary approach to the standardization process in the domains of mutual interest. ETSI and H2GF have noted the necessity of structuring and strengthening their relationship and fostering a closer co-operation.

PARTNERSHIP ACTIVITIES:

1 ETSI and H2GF may exchange from time to time as they may agree, free of charge, information on programmes of work in areas of mutual interest. 

2 Within the agreed work areas specified in Annex 1 hereto (as such Annex 1 may from time to time be amended by the duly authorized representatives of the parties to the present co-operation agreement), copies of working documents and drafts from either party shall be made available royalty-free to the other on request. The dissemination by one party of the documents received from the other party will be strictly limited to the members of H2GF and members of ETSI, and solely for the purpose of technical and/or promotional activities relating to the party's work programme. For all purposes, all copyright, trade secret, patent and other intellectual and industrial rights embodied in these documents, and any copies thereof, remains with the party originating them and extends to all media in which the information may be embodied.


ETSI and H2GF undertake to make every endeavour to use electronic document handling in their exchange of documents.

3
Within the context of this agreement, a nominated Observer from the H2GF Working Groups to the relevant ETSI Technical Bodies and vice-versa may be permitted when the agenda contains items of mutual interest. In principle, no more than one Observer may be allowed in a Committee unless the relevant Chairman agrees.


Observers shall, to the extent permitted by the relevant party's organizational documents, be entitled to participate fully in discussions on relevant work items, and may, to the extent permitted by the relevant party's organizational documents, submit written contributions, but shall have no voting rights.


In order to avoid duplication of technical or planning activities, Observers may submit technical proposals to the Chairperson of the ETSI Technical Body or the H2GF Working Group in which they are participating.

ETSI and H2GF may agree in particular cases to incorporate text and graphics from the other in a published document.  The source of such material shall be acknowledged, and, for purposes of this agreement and all other purposes, its copyright, trade secret, patent and other intellectual and industrial property rights shall rest with the originating party.  The originating party grants the relevant Technical Body/Group a royalty free license to use such material.  Any information or other material incorporated by one party shall include all notices and other legends requested by the originating party, including, without limitation, notices and legends related to the inclusion of patented information with the exchanged information.

Within the agreed work activities specified in Annex 2 hereto, ETSI and H2GF shall do their best efforts to coordinate their marketing activities.

6
Upon the entry into force of this Agreement, each Party shall provide the other Party with a written copy of its policy and procedures with respect to claimed intellectual property rights (“IPR Policy”), including but not limited to patents, in the development, approval and use of ETSI and H2GF deliverables, respectively, and shall promptly notify the other Party of any changes to such policy. Each Party shall endeavor to comply with the IPR Policy of the other Party with respect to any matters covered by this Agreement, except when the policy of the other Party conflicts with its own IPR Policy.

This Agreement shall last for three years and may be renewed by mutual consent.  It may be renewed upon mutual written consent of both parties when new Rules of Procedure are adopted in either party, or when particular procedures are adopted at world-wide level.  It may also be amended upon mutual written consent of both parties in the light of experience and technical developments.  


Notwithstanding the foregoing, this Agreement may be terminated by either party upon 90 day’s written notice to the other. Upon any termination or expiration of this Agreement, all the rights granted pursuant to this Agreement shall cease immediately and the parties shall cease from distributing any information received pursuant to this Agreement. Neither party may assign this Agreement, or any of its rights, obligations or duties hereunder, without the prior written consent of the other party.


All disputes arising in connection with the present agreement, which cannot be solved amicably, shall be finally settled by arbitration in accordance with the Rules of the International Chamber of Commerce (Paris), by one or more arbitrators appointed under the said Rules.


The relationship between ETSI and H2GF shall be that of independent signatories, and nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to constitute either party as an employee, agent or member of the other party.  Without limiting the foregoing, neither party shall have authority to act for or to bind the other party in any way, to make representations or warranties or to execute agreements on behalf of the other party, or to represent that it is in any way responsible for the acts or omissions of the other party.

Co-operation Agreement
between 
ETSI and The Parlay Group
This CO-OPERATION AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into, by and between: 

the European Telecommunications Standards Institute ("ETSI"), a not for profit organization, having its headquarters at Sophia-Antipolis, Valbonne (France), 

and 

The Parlay Group, a not for profit corporation, having headquarters at San Ramon, California (USA), 

hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Parties".

Article 1.  RATIONALE

Considering that:


ETSI undertakes pre-standardization and standardization activities in areas common to telecommunications, information technology, sound and television broadcasting, and produces Deliverables defined as European standards (ENs), ETSI Standards (ESs), Technical Specifications (TSs), Technical Reports (TRs), Guides (EGs) and Special Reports (SRs). ETSI aims to contribute to worldwide standardization at the international level and is the officially recognized European Standardization Organization for telecommunications.


The Parlay Group is an open, multi-vendor forum organized to create open, technology independent Application Programming Interface (API) specifications that enable Network Operators, Independent Software Vendors and Service providers to write applications across multiple networks and multiple network technologies. The Parlay Group seeks to accelerate the adoption of these APIs through the sponsorship of developer education programs, interoperability activities, and promotions.

Further considering that:

ETSI, among its standardization activities, provides Deliverables for network infrastructure and network access covering APIs, IN and Voice over IP technologies.

· ETSI is a leading player in standardization of fixed, mobile and wireless networks. 

· ETSI has direct participation by Network Operators in its standardization activities.  

· ETSI has recognised competence as producer of test specifications for telecommunications    equipment.  

· ETSI provides a valuable interoperability service for use by its members and by others.

· ETSI membership covers a broad spectrum of market players in the telecommunications and information technology industries, at both European and international level.
· ETSI Membership has identified a need for API related standards.
The Parlay Group activities are intended to:

· Define, establish and support a set of common API specifications that meet the goals of The Parlay Group;
· Facilitate the production of test suites and applicable reference implementations in multiple technologies;

· Publish the API specifications directly or make appropriate submissions to established agencies and bodies with the purpose of ratifying and publishing these specifications as an international standard, and

· Maintain relationships/liaisons with educational/government research institutes and other technology consortia/organizations that support/contribute to the development/adoption of the specifications.
The Parties now agree as follows:

Owing to the complementary competences of both Parties, there is a high potential for synergies to be achieved between the Parties’ work programs.

The Parties therefore have identified the need of structuring and strengthening their relationship and hereby decide to foster a closer co-operation.

Article 2.  OBJECTIVES

The Parties have a reciprocal interest in avoiding duplication of technical work, reducing development costs, avoiding market fragmentation, minimising time to market, and would both benefit from adopting a complementary approach to the standardization process in the telecommunications field.

The Parties intend to promote, directly or indirectly, regional and international standardization with the aim of contributing to the establishment of a global information infrastructure.

The Parties have therefore the common objective to develop and maintain specifications related to Application Programming Interfaces (APIs), with the objective to be used by as many infrastructure types as possible. 
In order to achieve their common objective, the Parties have agreed to formalize their collaboration, by using the ETSI infrastructure to jointly produce ETSI Deliverables.

Article 3.  SCOPE

The present Co-operation Agreement sets forth the terms and conditions under which the Parties agree to co-operate in the development, maintenance and promotion of the joint Deliverables.
The above co-operation shall take place within the framework of Annex 1 hereto. The joint Deliverables are those specifications jointly developed by the Parties, which specify the Application Programming Interfaces (APIs), which enable service application developers to make use of network functionality through open standardized interfaces. These joint Deliverables shall be developed, approved and published following the ETSI rules and in accordance with the practical arrangement set out in the present Agreement. 

The practical arrangement of the present Agreement shall ensure that both Parties shall reach a common consensus as to the content of their joint Deliverables.

Annex 1 may from time to time be amended by the duly authorized representatives of the Parties to the present Agreement.

Article 4.  TERM


The present Agreement enters into force on the date of last signature and shall continue to be in force for an unlimited period of time unless terminated in accordance with Article 8.  The present Agreement should be reviewed by the Parties, within a period of 18 months from the date of signature, in order to reflect the envisaged modifications to the rules governing The Parlay Group.

Article 5.  INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS

Applicable Rules

The Parties agree that their joint work shall be governed by the ETSI Intellectual Property Rights (IPRs) Policy, as described in the Annex 6 of the ETSI Rules of Procedure, which form part of the ETSI Directives, available at http://portal.etsi.org/directives/home.asp. 

It is the understanding of ETSI that the current practice within the Parlay Group is to grant royalty free licenses for IPRs essential to the existing Parlay Group specifications.
Ownership
Notwithstanding Article 9 of the ETSI IPR Policy, the Parties shall own joint copyright in the joint Deliverables produced within the scope of the present Agreement.  

Acknowledgement of Ownership

The joint copyright will be acknowledged in all joint Deliverables produced within the scope of the present Agreement, by means of having the logos of both Parties displayed on the cover page of the joint Deliverables.  

Right of Publication and Distribution
The Parties agree that the joint Deliverables shall be published and distributed as ETSI Deliverables and according to the ETSI drafting rules (http://portal.etsi.org/edithelp/edr/edr.asp).

Maintenance


The Parties shall collaborate with regards to the maintenance of the joint Deliverables, in accordance with the normal ETSI procedures.

Article 6.  PARTNERSHIP ACTIVITIES

1 
The Parties may exchange from time to time as they may agree, free of charge, information on programmes of work in areas of mutual interest.

2 
Within the scope of the present Agreement, copies of working documents and drafts (hereinafter referred to as the “Documents”) from either party shall be made available royalty-free to the other on request. The dissemination by one party of the Documents received from the other party will be strictly limited to the members of the Parties. The Documents are to be used solely for the purpose of technical activities relating to the party's work programme. For all purposes, all copyright, trade secret, patent and other intellectual and industrial rights embodied in these documents, and any copies thereof, remains with the party originating them and extends to all media in which the information may be embodied.


The Parties undertake to make every endeavour to use electronic document handling in their exchange of Documents.

Article 7.  PROMOTION


The Parties shall make their best efforts to take part in and/or organize jointly meetings, conferences and seminars promoting issues of mutual interest and their partnership.

Article 8.  TERMINATION


Notwithstanding the foregoing, the present Agreement may be terminated by either party upon 90 day’s written notice to the other. Upon any termination of the present Agreement, all the rights granted pursuant to the present Agreement shall cease immediately and the parties shall cease from distributing any information received pursuant to the present Agreement. Notwithstanding anything in the present Agreement or otherwise to the contrary, the provisions of the present Agreement related to ownership of rights and distribution rights shall survive any termination of the present Agreement.

Article 9.  ARBITRATION


Any difficulties arising shall be agreed wherever possible at the working level. Matters that cannot be resolved at working level shall be subject to discussion between the two organizations at the level of the Director-General of ETSI and the Executive Director of The Parlay Group.


The present Agreement shall not be deemed or construed to be modified, amended or waived, in whole or in part, except by written agreement of both Parties. Neither party may assign the present Agreement, or any of its rights, obligations or duties hereunder, without the prior written consent of the other party.


All disputes arising in connection with the present agreement, which cannot be solved amicably, shall be finally settled by arbitration in accordance with the Rules of the International Chamber of Commerce (Paris), by one or more arbitrators appointed under the said Rules.
