TpAny

Defines a type that can hold any type

TpAttribute

This is a Sequence of Data Elements containing the attribute name, type, and value. The attribute Value is interpreted based on the value of the attribute Type.

	TpString
	The name of the attribute.

	AttributeType
	TpString
	Valid values for Type must include at least TpString, TpInt32 and TpFloat.

	AttributeValue
	TpAny
	The values for the Attribute. This model allows multi-valued attributes. Cannot be an empty list.


TpAttributeList

This is a Numbered List of Data Elements of type TpAttribute.

TpAttributeSet

This is a Numbered Set of Data Elements of type TpAttribute.

PAM Specification

In PAM, the type TpPAMAttribute will be derived from TpAttribute and adds the following field:

	TpPAMTimeInterval
	The interval in milliseconds in which the attribute values are valid. A time interval of MAX_LONGINT indicates static attribute values that never expire. A time interval of 0 or negative values indicate an expired value and the time for which it has expired.

TpTypedProperty and the associated types TpTypedPropertyName, TpTypedPropertyType, TpTypedPropertyValue, TpTypedPropertySet and TpTypedPropertyNameSet will be removed from the Policy Management Data Definitions document.
