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About PayCircle

PayCircle(, a not for profit organization, has been founded by HP, Lucent, Oracle, Siemens, Sun.

· Mission is to promote and develop payment methods for mobile business

· Successor of the Paymentgroup, a group that had an official liaison with Parlay.

· Liaison between PayCircle and Parlay is being negotiated

· Open to new members (opposite to Paymentgroup)

PayCircle aims to produce easy-to-use APIs for Content Charging (or Payment) scenarios and promote them in the client programmers community

· Address platforms that client programmers typically use: Java, Apache Web Server, Microsoft .NET (e.g. Ecommerce Server, IIS, BizTalk Server), Application Servers like Sun iPlanet, IBM WebSphere or BEA WebLogic. Currently, a local Java API and an XML/SOAP protocol are identified to support most of these platforms.

· Specification work does not necessarily need to happen in PayCircle. PayCircle recognizes that bodies as Parlay/3GPP, the Java Community Process, or the W3C are in place already to produce protocol specifications. But these bodies are organized by technologies rather than by subject.

How is PayCircle related to Parlay/OSA

· PayCircle will produce APIs that are compliant with the Content Charging UML model

· Any additional functional requirements will feed back to Parlay

· PayCircle will addresses standalone deployments of the Content Charging APIs

What’s available now?

· XML variant of the OSA Content Charging API (see tdoc N5-020086)

· Reference Implementation of this API (see tdoc N5-020087)

What will be produced in the future:

· reference implementations for protocols

· to verify that the protocols do work

· to provide client programmers with development support to open the market for payment

· sample client implementations (for education purposes)

· tutorials

Value add compared to Parlay/OSA:

· promote Payment APIs in the non-telco world

· allow to use Payment APIs in a standalone way, that is, without the framework and without any links to other Parlay services.
