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Introduction

Two of the General Service Properties listed and described in section 10.2 of Draft ETSI ES 201 915-3 V0.0.9 are incorrect.

Service Instance ID

Clearly the value of this property cannot be known by the Service Supplier when registering the Service/SCS as it is generated after registration when a Client Application signs a Service Agreement.

It is proposed that this property is renamed Service ID and the text updated slightly.

Service Instance Description

This property is intended to provide a textural description of the Service, not the Service Instance. For that reason it is suggested that the property be renamed.

10.2 General Service Properties

Each service instance has the following general properties:

· Service Name
· Service Version
· Service ID
· Service Description
· Product Name
· Product Version
· Supported Interfaces
· Operation Set

10.2.1 Service Name

This property contains the name of the service, e.g. “UserLocation”, “UserLocationCamel”, “UserLocationEmergency” or “UserStatus”.

10.2.2 Service Version

This property contains the version of the APIs, to which the service is compliant, e.g. “2.1".

10.2.3 Service ID

This property uniquely identifies a service. Note that the Framework generates this property.

10.2.4 Service Description

This property contains a textual description of the service.
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
