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Discussion: This contribution follows on from N5-020259, assuming that that contribution was agreed. In order to acknowledge Java as an alternative technology to realise OSA, it is proposed that an Annex B (informative), for each of the Java API realisations being developed, be inserted which is entitled “Java API Description of …”

This new Annex should resemble the following where XXX indicates the specification part name and YYY is the JSR number. Note: There may be a number of JSRs, and hence a number of references, comprising a specification part. For example, it is expected that there will be 4 JSRs (e.g. framework access session; framework to application; framework to enterprise operator; and framework to service) for the Framework.
