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Introduction

This document provides for information a report on all OSA related 3GPP Working Group meetings, which took place since the last JWG meeting in Hong Kong.

SA1 #15, 11-15 February 2002

· The one release 5 CR to OSA Stage 1of notable impact to CN5 is the Enhancements to Charging Capabilities (were a user must be provided with a notification when a charge is being deducted from his/her account). Details available in S1-020591. 


· New features of IP Session Information Retrieval and the Generic Network Interface Function have been postponed to release 6 after considerable debate. 


· A new work item description (WID) has been created for Release 6. Currently this WID includes the Generic Network Interface Function, Enhancements User Interaction, Support of MMS Connectivity, Support of Local Services and Support of Push Service. Details of this WID can be found in S1-020590. 

SA2 #23, 18-22 February 2002

A brief analysis of the work of current status for Release 5 in terms of architectural work shows that:

· Presence is fully completed;

· Mobility is partially completed (some refinement necessary);

· Terminal Capabilities, User Interaction, User Profile Management, Charging and Information Services have low architectural completion. SA may decide to remove some of these features out of R5 based on this decision. 

· Although SA may decide to remove the features, which have low architectural completion, it should be noted that CN5 are able to complete the work on the APIs are there is a requirement that does not mandate the necessary network support. CN5 should also provide their input on this issue.

Three CR’s for OSA Release 5 were discussed, of which only one may be of minor consequence to CN5. This is in S2-020703 that creates a new Service Capability Feature (SCF) for “the support of Network capabilities”. Previously this was catered for in Mobility SCF. Support for Presence Service (as well as PAM) has been included in Release 5 (details in S2-020704). S2-020702 is a minor CR to 23.127 to clarify that the location information can be obtained from GMLC as illustrated in the LCS specification (23.071)
