1) The text above the diagram in Section 4 needs to state that interface 4 (EntOp->FW) is also covered by the API and some text should be inserted to describe these interfaces.  This text could be something like: “Interface classes between the Enterprise Operator and the Framework, that provides the Enterprise Operator with basic mechanisms to allow them to administer client application accounts and to manage their service contracts and profiles. “ 

2) Is interface 6 covered, as a service supplier would register a service, not the service itself (in practice, a service could register itself, but it would do so using a TpDomainID of ServiceSupplier)?

3) Is interface 6 covered by Connectivity Management?

4) Section 6.4 needs to be updated to show the full naming scheme for exceptions, i.e. both the TpXXXXException and the P_***_*** name formats.
